Australia .  Good things continue to brew at Mars Hill CafÃ© in Australia, reports Grace Ministries . 
The cafÃ© started more than five years ago as a place where believers could be a witness.  Australians, in general, aren't supporters or followers of organized religion. This type of ministry means they can reach out to many people they otherwise would not have a chance to interact with.   
The cafÃ© is located near a mall area with lots of traffic. They offer live music every Wednesday and Saturday as well as monthly writers' events. They also have a large list of drinks along with a full menu of hearty meals. You can surf the Web for free on their wireless internet- the first offered in the area.  
 

AFRICA
Congo  Reach Globa l, formerly the Evangelical Free Church Mission, has an urgent need in Congo for people with experience in hydro-electricity. They need help in developing small hydro-electric projects in remote areas using small rivers. 


One project is for the Tandala Hospital, which currently only has diesel generator power a few hours a day. The other is for Widows and Orphans training school.
  
This ministry of compassion has resulted in hundreds of people coming to Christ and basic medical needs being met. Touch Global, the Compassion Ministries wing of Reach Global, engages churches around the world, connecting them with resources and opportunities to serve those in need. Gambia  Th e Gambia is a tiny West African nation and roughly 19% of the people are employed in industry, commerce, and services. That means that to reach the majority of the population, medicine, literacy and community development are some of the significant methods used to reach the hearts of the people for Christ. 
To that end, the Association of Baptists for World Evangelism's Gambia team is asking for prayer. They still need doctors, nurses, nurse practitioners or physician's assistants to serve as career missionaries.    
As of the end of May, roughly half the team will be gone or leaving on furlough. That leaves three women missionaries running the medical, literacy, and church planting ministries in Ndungu Kebbeh. 
Yet, much growth is evidence of their work. A small church plant is growing steadily. Pray too, for the completion of a Wolof booklet about Abraham. Although the official language of The Gambia is English, in the interior, local languages predominate.   For more information go to http://www.abwe.org/serve/fields/the_gambia.asp 
EUROPE 
Slovakia.   Operation Mobilization's Greater Europe team shares exciting news from eastern Slovakia.   OM partners in Kosice, Slovakia, Brad and Karla say they obtained permission to rent a new facility and moved to a centrally-located new building where they can launch a new wood workshop for the Roma. 
The Roma are the outcasts of Europe, looked down upon nearly everywhere they go. That societal distrust makes education difficult for the young people and perpetuates the poverty that surrounds the Roma community. 
A different message can provide a stark contrast. And if that message includes the love of Christ and a place in God's kingdom, it creates a powerful response from a people who are often oppressed. 
That's why an outreach like OM's Greater Europe Slovakia's makes a huge inroad. The team is teaching this people group not only a vocational skill to help them out of poverty, but also bringing about a living example of the body of Christ. 
The response has been encouraging. The most recent carpentry class began last month and trains between 8 to 10 students. The good news is that half the students are from the local church; the rest are from the community. One Slovak man is helping the team produce kitchen and other furniture to support the ministry and the Roma community.
